The Christmas Eve Service of Lessons and Carols is a recent 
but now classical element of Anglican Liturgy, incorporating seasonal music in the Biblical story 
of Jesus’s birth. Performances by the Cathedral Choir, led by Director of Music Kent Tritle, and 
Artist in Residence David Briggs will round out this beloved service. The Right Reverend 
Andrew ML Dietsche, Bishop of New York, will preside, and the Right Reverend Clifton Daniel 
III, Dean of the Cathedral, will offer a reflection. The service will be livestreamed at 4 pm and 
will be available to view later in the evening across the Cathedral’s social media platforms. 
 
The Christmas Day Service will be held on Friday, December 25 from 11:00 AM to 12:00 
PM. Following the format of the Cathedral’s usual Sunday and Feast Day services during the 
time of COVID, the Cathedral celebrates a Service of the Word virtually for Christmas Day. The 
Dean of the Cathedral presides, and the Bishop of New York preaches.
